to detect the percentage of schools that require school 

improvement 

A greater level of authority for local schools to design their 

own programs 

An emphasis on school safety and choice 

The Title I Program will continue to focus on improving the 

integration of Title I and regular classroom instruction.  The 

District will provide assistance to schools in support of their
