effort to lessen the loss of instructional time to students. In order to accomplish this goal, on April 
18, 2007, the School Board of Miami-Dade County, Florida approved a new Student Attendance 
Board Rule, which is stated below.  

The Attendance Review Committee  

The Attendance Review Committee is comprised of a minimum of a student services representative and an 

administrator or administrative designee and will provide guidance and support to students with significant 

absences. They are expected to:  
 1.  Provide early intervention by convening when students reach an accumulation of five (5) 

unexcused absences in a semester or ten (10) unexcused absences in an annual course.  
 
2.  Convene a minimum of six (6) designated times per year.  
 3.  Give consideration to all extenuating circumstances surrounding student absences. The Attendance 

Review Committee is charged with the responsibility of prescribing activities designed to mitigate the 
loss of instructional time and has the authority to recommend the following:  

 a.  Issuing of quarterly, semester or final grades.  
 b.  Temporary withholding of quarterly, semester or final grades. The following are among possible options:  
 (1) Make-up assignments  

 
(2) Attendance probation for the following grading period(s)  
 (3) Completion of a school service project  
 c.  Permanent withholding of quarterly, semester or final grades and credit. The student is to be 
informed of his/her right of final appeal to the regional superintendent or designee.  

 
4.  Review attendance history for student(s) exhibiting patterns of excused and/or unexcused absences 

and provide appropriate referrals and counseling support.  

 
3. Death in family  
4. Observance of a religious holiday or service when it is mandated for all members of a faith that such a 

holiday or service be observed.  
5. School-sponsored event or educational enrichment activity that is not a school-sponsored event, as  

determined and approved by the principal or principalôs designee: The student must receive advance written 

permission from the principal or the principalôs designee. Examples of special events include: public functions,  

1 Subpoena by law enforcement agency or mandatory court appearance.  
2 Outdoor suspensions  
3 Other individual student absences beyond the control of the parent/guardian or student, as determined 
and approved by the principal or the principal's designee. The principal shall require documentation related to the 
condition.  

conferences, and regional, state and national competitions.  

Excused School and Class Absences and Tardies  
1. Student illness: Students missing 5 or more consecutive days of school due to illness or injury are   

required to provide a written statement from a health care provider. The written statement must include all 
days the student has been absent from school. If a student is continually sick and repeatedly absent from 
school due to a specific medical condition, he or she must be under the supervision of a health care 
provider in order to receive excused absences from school.  

 
2. Medical appointment: If a student is absent from school due to a medical appointment, a written statement 

from a health care provider indicating the date and time of the appointment, must be submitted to the 
principal.  



 

 

Unexcused School Absence  

Any absence that does not fall into one of the above excused absence categories is to be considered unexcused. 

Any student who has been absent from school will be marked unexcused until he/she submits required 

documentation as specified above. Failure to provide required documentation within three school days upon the 

return to school will result in an unexcused absence. Unexcused absences include:   
1. Absences due to vacations, personal services, local non-school event, program or sporting activity  
 2. Absences due to older students providing day care services for siblings  
 3. Absences due to illness of others  
 4. Absences due to non-compliance with immunization requirements (unless lawfully exempted)  

Bringing Pets to School  

Students are not allowed to bring pets to school.  

Arrival  
Students are expected to arrive between 7:45 and 8:15 daily. Upon arrival students should report to the cafeteria if 
eating breakfast. If not eating breakfast students should proceed to the P.E. court and line up with their grade level 
and classmates as indicated by signs. Students should remain in their grade level line until the teacher arrives and 
then escorts the class to the rooms. In cases of inclement weather all students in grades K-2 will report to the 
cafeteria and students in grades 3-5 will report to the annex or TIGER building corridor. No students or parents are 

allowed to go directly to the classrooms and wait for the teacher.  

Dismissal  
Students cannot remain after their regular hours of dismissal. They are as follows:  

 

Students in the Main Building and Annex Building dismiss towards the front of the school. Students in the Tiger 
building and Portables dismiss towards the back of the school by the bus loading area. If you have more than one 
child, when dismissed they will meet at the youngest sibling/s designated area.  

Parents dropping off or picking up children are to use the drop off-lane in the front of the main school and 

on the back by the bus loading area. Parents must remain in their cars and never leave their vehicles 
unattended in these locations. They should never block the drop off lane, especially at arrival and 
dismissal times. Parking in the front of the school is designated for faculty and staff personnel. Parents 
are not allowed in these areas. Parents and visitors must find parking at other parking locations in the 
community.  

Students enrolled in the After Care Program will be supervised (THE AFTER CARE PROGRAM IS A FEE BASED 
PROGRAM) until 6:00 p.m. every day school is in session. Wednesday, all grades are dismissed at 2:00 p.m. We 
do not have staff to care for students who are not enrolled in the After Care Program, or to provide for safety.  

Parents must see to it that students leave the campus immediately at the end of their school day. No students may 
wait outside the building or remain on the campus waiting for rides or older siblings. Please remember all of the 
above is to make our school a safe place for our children.  

IMPORTANT! No student will be allowed to wait in the office as a means of supervision after dismissal. 
Parents please do not direct your child to the office to wait for you. Our clerical staff does not supervise 
children.

Before and After School Care Program  
Kendale Lakes Elementary offers a BEFORE SCHOOL PROGRAM (open at 7:00 a.m.) and an AFTER SCHOOL 
PROGRAM (open until 6:00 p.m.) for working parents. These programs provide supervision, care, safety and 
peace of mind. These are fee-based programs. Call (305) 385-2575 for details. School Board Rule 6Gx13-6A-1.34 
states "For safety reasons, no child will be accepted into a before-school care program unless parents or 
guardians sign-in their child each morning." This rule will be strictly enforced.  

Late Arrival  

Students who are tardy to school must report to the Attendance Office to secure an admit. Excessive tardies may 

result in loss of privileges, detention, parent conference, and/or suspension.  

Early Dismissal -Board Rule 6Gx13-5A-1.041  

The early release of students causes disruption to the academic performance of all students and may create 

safety and security concerns. No students shall be released within the final 30 minutes of the school day unless 

authorized by the principal or principalôs designee (i.e., emergency, sickness).  

Rainy Day Dismissal  
During a rainy dismissal the procedures below must be followed:  
 
1. Students will wait in the cafeteria until it stops raining and then may walk or ride bicycles home.  
 2. Students will wait in the cafeteria until it stops raining or until someone picks them up.  

YOUR CHILD UNDERSTANDS THE PROCEDURE HE OR SHE IS TO FOLLOW DURING A RAINY  

3. After the rain stops, students may wait in the front of the building until your car pulls up to the curb 

along the front driveway. However, you must get into the rear of the single line and wait your turn to pick 

up your children.  

Whatever procedure you use, if itôs raining during dismissal time it will be hectic; however, it must be safe. The  
most important advice we can give is to be patient during rainy weather, expect to take time, and be considerate of 

others even if they are not considerate of you. Our children are at stake.  

CHILDREN WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO USE THE TELEPHONE IN THE EVENT OF RAIN. PLEASE BE SURE  

DISMISSAL.  

Comprehensive Reading Plan  

Elementary students are required to read at least five books or their equivalent during each nine-week grading 

period, including in-class independent reading and at-home reading. Students must also read for 30 minutes at 

home as part of their daily homework assignment. The length of the books and the complexity of the content may 

be taken into account when satisfying this requirement.  

Messages and Use of Telephones  
Cell phones are a very common item today. They are very useful especially in emergencies. However, we do not 
recommend or support possession and use of cell phones by students in the elementary grades. If a parent insists 
on providing a cell phone, we ask that the phone be placed in the teacherôs possession during school hours and 
remain in the off position.  



Lost and Found  
Throughout the school year items, which have been lost, are turned into the school office. Many of our problems 
would be solved if clothing and personal belongings were labeled with the student's name. Any time a student 
loses an item, he/she may come to the office to claim it. There are many items lost and never claimed each year. 
These items are donated bi-annually to various charitable institutions. Therefore, please label your child's personal 
belongings.  

The National School Breakfast Program was enacted to ensure that school children are being served a nutritious 

breakfast daily. Miami-Dade County Public Schools offers breakfast at no charge to all M-DCPS Students. 

The breakfast at no charge is not dependent on the student qualifying for free/reduced meals at lunch.  

Free/Reduced Lunch Program  

The National School Lunch and School Breakfast Programs as administered by Miami-Dade County Public 

Schools provide free and reduced priced meals for children unable to pay the full price. Applications must be filled 

out every school year; forms are sent to all homes with a letter to parents or guardians the first week of school. 

Meal benefits begin on the day the application is approved and continue throughout the school year in which the 

application is approved, the summer, and approximately the first twenty days of the next school year.  

PAYPAMS  

Miami Dade County Public Schoolôs Department of Food and Nutrition allows parents/guardians the convenience 

to pay on-line via the internet or by telephone for their childôs/children meals with a credit or debit card. The 

parent/guardians will create a lunch account on-line for the child and will be able to access the following:  
  view the account balance  
  schedule automatic payments.  
  receive low-balance e-mail reminders  
  view a report of daily spending and cafeteria purchases  

Cafeteria Behavior  

We believe that children should eat lunch in a pleasant atmosphere. Therefore, proper manners and good conduct 

are expected. Children will be expected to remain in their assigned table until they are excused. Food may not be 

shared or exchanged with other students. While in the cafeteria, students are under the supervision of cafeteria 

aides and a security monitor. They are expected to show these staff members the same courtesy and respect that 

they show their teachers.  

Cafeteria Rules  

 

Keep in a single line  

Always be courteous to the cafeteria workers  

Always use acceptable table manners  

Discard the trash appropriately  

If a student is unable to follow the rules they will be asked to sit in a separate area in the cafeteria or in the 

main office.

Registration Procedures  
All students, PreK-5, prior to entering Miami-Dade County Schools for the first time MUST:  

 1. Have a physical examination prior to entering school (Form 3040).  
 2. Bring a birth certificate or other approved proof of age.  
 3. Have a certificate of Immunization (Form 680).  
 4. Have proof of residency in the Kendale Lakes Elementary School attendance boundary.  

If students need to register, the parent or guardian must provide proof of address, birth certificate or passport, 
immunization record and proof of a physical. Then forms providing emergency contact data and language 

screening must be completed. See registrar in the office for all necessary forms.  

Confidential Information  

Parents, guardians and students are protected by The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act and the Florida 

Statutes from individualsô access to information in studentsô educational records, and provide the right to challenge 

the accuracy of these records. These laws provide that without the prior consent of the parent, guardian or eligible 

student, a student's records may not be released, except in accordance with the provisions listed in the above-

cited laws. The laws provide certain exceptions to the prior consent requirement to the release of student records, 

which include, but are not limited to, school officials with a legitimate educational interest and lawfully issued 

subpoenas and court orders.  

Each school must provide to the parents, guardians or eligible students annual notice in writing of their right to 

inspect and review student records. Once a student reaches 18 years of age or is attending an institution of 

postsecondary education, the consent is required from the student only, unless the student qualifies as a 

dependent under the law.  

Parent and Teacher Association (P.A.T.)  
The aim and goal of our Parent and Teacher Association is to assist us in working with the children and to provide 
opportunities for parents to become acquainted with the school program. The meetings are generally geared as 
informative ones, specifically for parents. Our P.A.T. has been instrumental in the past in assisting us with many 
fine projects, all aimed at benefiting students. Your P.A.T. encourages your participation in all activities. They will  

provide you with periodic bulletins and reminders during the school year.  

Emergency Contact Information  

Student Data/Emergency Contact Cards are distributed during the first week of school. Students are expected to 

bring the cards home and present them to their parents or guardians. The card must be carefully completed and 

then returned. The information provided on the Student Data/Emergency Contact Card will enable school staff to 

contact the parent/guardian immediately in the case of an emergency. Students may only be released from school 

to the persons listed on the emergency contact card after presenting picture identification. No persons, other than 

school staff, will have access to the information submitted.  



Code of Student Conduct  

Miami-Dade County Public Schools (M-DCPS) is committed to providing a safe teaching and learning 
environment for students, staff, and members of the community. On January 16, 2008, the School Board 
approved a newly revised Code of Student Conduct (COSC). The revised COSC identifies, recognizes, and 
rewards model student behavior within a framework of clearly established and enforceable rules and policies. It 
advocates a holistic approach to promoting and maintaining a safe learning environment and requires active 
participation from students, parents/guardians, and school staff. Students and parents/guardians can access the 
English and Haitian/Creole versions of the document on the M-DCPS Website located at:
